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Step 1 — Removing the Screws

WARNING: Before working inside
your computer, read the safety
information that shipped with your
computer.

Remove the two screws that secure
the power button board to the palm
rest assembly.



Step 2 — Lifting the Power Button Board

Lift the power button board off the
palm rest assembly.
