TOOLS:
Phillips #0 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Filter

e On the backside of the fan, remove
the top two 4mm Phillips #Y1 screws
using PH 1 bit and Magnetic Driver

Step 2

e Remove the top plastic portion of the
fan
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Step 3

e Remove all four 4mm screws using
the Phillips #1 screwdriver.

Step 4

e Remove the filter from the fan.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
