Step 1 — Back Panel

® Remove the front two hub caps.

® When finished, you should be able
to remove the back cover.

® Flip up the bracket holding the ribbon in place.

® Gently but firmly pull the ribbon free.

® Using tweezers, remove the silver
electrical tape.
