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How to Troubleshoot an IBM ThinkPad T42 Not
Displaying Correct or Powering On

When the LCD screen is grainy, has lines and/or the computer doesn't boot or power on with the
amber light flashing briefly.
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INTRODUCTION

When | replaced the memory in my IBM Thinkpad T42 the laptop worked fine until | restarted a
second time and | started seeing lines on the screen that were the wrong colors and eventually as |
pressed on the keyboard the display became extremely grainy. Then the computer wouldn't boot up
the subsequent times | tried to start the computer.

I'll document here what | did to get the computer to start working again as usual.

| went through all the connectors to verify clean and seated properly. The last step | performed was
to remove the CMOS battery and let the computer sit overnight before re-connecting the CMOS
Battery. The systems powered up without any issues from that point on.

TOOLS:

Flathead 3/32" or 2.5 mm Screwdriver (1)
Phillips #0 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Very connections are Clean, Not Damaged and Connected Properly

e The following steps can be performed in sequential order or one component at a time noting to be
very careful when removing and replacing components to assure the connections are clean, not
damaged and connected properly.

@ The easiest connections to verify are the Hard Drive, UltraBay Slim Device connections and the
Memory Module under the memory cover on the bottom side of the laptop.

@ You can also try this method and see if that is effective

@ - Unplug the AC adapter.

@ - lake out the battery.

@ - Press the power button 10 times in a row at one second intervals.
@ - Press and hold the power button for 30 seconds.

@ - Replace the battery back and push the power button.
