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Step 1 — Keyboard

@ Begin disassembling the phone by
removing the back of the phone and
the battery.

Step 2

e Remove the back plate by removing
the 4 screws in the back plate using
an appropriately sized Philips
screwdriver
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Step 3

e Pry the font plastic component from
the “motherboard” component.

Step 4

e Take out the old rubber keypad and
replace with a new one.
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Step 5

e Reassemble by following previous
steps in reverse order.
