@ Once the cap is loose, simply lift the cap out to reveal the batteries.
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Step 3 — Batteries!

o Carefully pull the batteries out of
their housings. When putting in new
batteries, make sure that you place
each battery in the correct
orientation.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
