@ If you plan to work on any internal laptop components, press and hold the power button for 5
seconds. This will dissipate any residual charge on the motherboard to prevent electrical shock
when you begin to handle it.

e Locate and remove the screw shown
o Itis labeled with a lock symbol

@ Use the screwdriver to gently push the optical drive out
